1.  The preferred method of RSVP is through email using http://
www.evite.com.  All registered OSC members will receive an electronic in-
vitation to each luncheon on a monthly basis.  Please make sure to un-
block Evite so invitations will be delivered to your email inbox.  On the 
Evite invitation you will RSVP by clicking "yes" for attending, or "no" for not 
attending.  Please do not select "maybe".  This will not make a reservation 
for you. You will also provide your luncheon menu choice in the comment 
section.  On the Evite, you may also indicate if you will bringing a guest.  
There is no need to email the chairpersons directly-the Evite system keeps 
an accurate record of all responses. 
2.  If we do not have your email address an invitation will be mailed.
