Last year OSC received 30 scholarship applications from high school 

seniors, returning college students, spouses of active-duty members 

and our very own OSC membership.  After extensive deliberation by 

the Scholarship committee, eleven scholarships were awarded in the 

amount of $6300.  Eight of these scholarships were generated directly 

from OSC fundraising efforts,  totaling $3800.  

 

In addition to our own fundraising, the OSC has developed partner-

ships to create three sponsored scholarships.  These include the Kathe-

rine Whitty Memorial Scholarship ($1000), awarded to an OSC mem-

ber or to an OSC memberõs child, First Command Financial Scholar-

ship ($1000), awarded to a graduating high-school senior whose par-

ent is assigned to Fort Drum, and Fort Drum Mountain Community 

Homes Scholarship ($500), awarded to a graduating high-school sen-

ior residing in Mountain Community homes. We are always looking 

for partnerships with our local community to create more opportunity 

for deserving students.  Any great ideas you have would be greatly 

appreciated! 

 

The scholarship season begins in January and once we start sending 

out applications we will also look to our membership to serve on the 

committee.

1.  The preferred method of RSVP is through email using http://
www.evite.com.
